PIG’S FOOD

WHAT YOU NEED: Sun Chips® Minis, Cheerios®, Goldfish® crackers, Pretzel
sticks, Craisins®, Rice Chex™ cereal, Clear punch cups; one per child, Spoons; one
per child, Serving bowls, Serving spoons, Optional: Resealable sandwich bags;
one per child, Optional: Permanent marker

WHAT YOU DO:

Before Snack Time:

» Cover the tables in your snack area with butcher paper or plastic tablecloths.

* Place each item in a serving bowl with a serving spoon.

During Snack Time:

* Encourage children to put a spoonful of each item in their cup. Leaders can
scoop each item into each child’s cup if desired.

* Give each child a spoon and a napkin.

* Explore, eat, and enjoy!

* Optional: If children have leftovers, make a to-go bag by writing each child’s
name on their bag.

WHAT YOU SAY:

Hello, friends! | am so glad you are here today! Today we are going to make Pig
Food for our snack. You may take a spoonful of each item and pour it into your
cup. (Pause.)

“Today our story begins with Jesus. Jesus is God’s Son and He did amazing
things. Jesus told a story about a dad and his two sons. The younger son asked
for money from his father, and when he got it, he left home and went far away.
The son made some bad choices and spent all his money. He did not have money
for food or anything. He was so hungry he even thought about eating pig’s food.
Yuck! The son went back home to tell his dad he was sorry. His dad was so happy
his son had come back home, he threw a party for his son. The dad loved him
even though he had made bad choices and spent all his money.

“Jesus told this story because He wants us to know the good news that God will
always love us no matter what. God loves us SO much, He gave us His Son Jesus
to be our friend forever! That good news is worth celebrating, so let's start the
party! Who can celebrate Jesus? | can celebrate Jesus!”

1. PARTY STARTER HEADPHONES

WHAT YOU NEED: RITZ® crackers, Oreo® cookies, or circular apple slices;
Twizzlers™ (any color)

WHAT YOU DO:

* Choose the base for your headphones: RITZ crackers, Oreo cookies, circular
apple slices, or any other circular snack.

» Cut a piece of Twizzlers to your desired length and gently insert each end into
the center of the base. This will represent the headphone wires and overhead
attachments.
